










highest enrolled classes, we find that English 
Composition I had the highest enrollment, with 
533 enrolled students and a 78% success rate. 
The second highest enrolled class, Elementary 
Algebra, had 432 total students enrolled, but only 
had a 40% success rate.  Two classes tied for 
third highest enrolled with 372 students in each: 
Composition II and Introduction to Public Speaking. 
The success rates in these classes were 76% and 
84%, respectively. The table on page 3 lists the 
30 highest enrolled classes in 2007-08 and the 
corresponding success rates in each. Similar data 
is available for 2005-06 and 2006-07 and can be 
found in Appendix A. 

Outcome B.2. Students establish Educational 
Plans.

This year, approximately 1,200 (30%) of BBCC 
credit-bearing students have worked with their 
advisors to develop their educational plans. This 
planning may have included course scheduling, 
advising toward completion of a degree or 
certificate, developing short term and long range 
educational goals, developing a yearly schedule 
for scheduling courses, career information, 
and working toward a two-year and four-year 
educational plan. Currently:

332 students are receiving intake advising and •

Approximately 60 students •

Each of the three tenured •	
faculty counselors are 
working with their advisees 
to develop educational 
plans (approximately 400 
students). A copy of the 
form used for the Transfer 
Associate degree in Arts 
and Science can be found in 
Appendix B and one example of a Professional-

Technical education plan formcan be found in 
Appendix C.
Professional-Technical faculty continue to work •	
with their students to develop educational 
plans (an additional 400 students). There 
are currently over 70 Professional-Technical 
education plan forms on the BBCC Portal. An 
example of one has been included in Appendix 
C.
The Basic Skills Student/Staff mentor is working •	
with approximately 70 GED students to develop 
educational plans and to transfer to college 
level programs. 

Since educational plans help provide the structure 
and guidance students need to successfully reach 
their educational goals, we would like to increase 
the number of students who work with advisors to 
develop these plans from the current 30% to 80% 
of BBCC credit-bearing students.

To assist with this, BBCC is preparing to implement 
a product developed by Walla Walla Community 
College called the Advisor Data Portal (ADP), a 
web tool that allows staff and faculty advisors to 
see the information necessary to advise students. 
Some functionality is expected to reside in the new 
Degree Audit package due out this summer. Within 
Degree Audit is a module called the Academic 
Planner and scratchpad that will help students 
and advisors create educational plans that can be 
saved electronically.
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ADP will provide BBCC advisors (faculty and staff) 
an interface to enter either the student’s name or 
SID. This will bring up a list of information, including 
student data from the Student Management 
System. For example, advisors will have access 
to the student’s transcript—which can be sorted 
by course—along with student degree information 
and a degree estimator that gives the advisor and 
student a list of degrees that they are close to 
achieving. This tool includes an Academic Early 
Warning System along with a placement test 
interpretation module.  

This tool will be available at BBCC by fall quarter 
2009.

Outcome B.3. Students continue to complete 
goals according to their Educational Plan.

The number of completions dropped slightly 
last year fom the previous year. In 2007-08, 546 
completions were awarded, compared to 563 
in 2006-07 (see chart below). The number of 
Professional-Technical completions increased 6% 
in 2007-08 from 2006-07, whereas the number of 

Associate degrees in Arts and Science decreased 
16%. More complete details can be found in 
Appendix D. 

The present report—Programs—will provide an
